2011  Taiwan Scholarship Application Guidelines

Introduction: 

The purpose of the Taiwan Scholarship Program aims to

(1) Promote knowledge, understanding and friendship between people in Taiwan and in countries around the world.

(2) Provide opportunities to increase academic and educational links with international institutions of higher learning.

(3) Develop outstanding professionals and experts to meet the needs of the global society.  

Cultural Division, TECO Boston is given two scholarships for applicants from MA, ME, RI, VT and NH area in 2011.

 Types of Scholarships and benefits:

(1)   Undergraduate Scholarship (max. 4 years): For qualified applicants who wish to pursue undergraduate degree in universities/colleges in Taiwan and/or those participate in a one-year pre-degree Mandarin Language Enrichment Program (LEP), a stipend of NT$25,000 per month will be provided .

(2)   Master’s Scholarships: Scholarships in the amount of NT$30,000 per month will be provided up to two years maximum for qualified foreign students who want to pursue their master’s degrees at universities/colleges in Taiwan. 

(3)   Ph.D. Scholarships: Scholarships in the amount of NT$30,000 per month will be provided up to three years maximum for qualified foreign students who want to pursue their Ph.D. degrees at universities/colleges in Taiwan . 

The total and maximum number of years for foreign students to receive scholarships (including LEP) will be five years. 

In principle, scholarships will begin from September of each year and continue until August of the following year. 

Scholarships will begin from the month of student enrollment and will stop when the scholarship ends, the recipient graduates, and drops out, is expelled or upon cancellation of the scholarships or whichever comes first. 

The aforementioned scholarships will be under the supervision of the universities/colleges and stipends will be awarded monthly based on the students’ attendance records and academic performance. No additional tuition, accommodation, insurance and miscellaneous fee subsidiary will be provided.  Qualifications: 

The applicants must meet the following requirements: 

(1)   They should be high school graduated, with good academic standing and moral character 

(2)   They should neither be Overseas Chinese Students nor ROC nationals 

(3)   They should not be studying in Taiwan already in the same degree program for which they are applying to the Taiwan Scholarship. 

(4)   They should not be exchange students who are admitted in accordance with academic cooperation agreements made between local educational universities/ colleges and foreign educational institutions 

(5)   They should not have had their scholarships cancelled in accordance with these Guidelines 

(6)   They should not have received Taiwan Scholarship for the same degree or language courses.  

(7)   The total duration of their scholarship(s) from ROC government should not exceed 5 years 

(8)   They should not be on any other ROC government or educational institutions’ sponsorships.  

Application:

(1)  Application Period: Annually from February 1st through the end of March. 

(2)  Required Documents: Applicants need to submit the following documents before March 31, 2011 to

A.     Taiwan Scholarship Application Form 

B.     Copy of US passport personal information page(s)

C.     Proof of highest educational qualifications and academic performance (e.g. diploma and/or transcript) 

D.    Proof of required Basic level of Mandarin language efficiency (TOP score) if Mandarin is the language of instruction in class for the degree pursuing. 

E.     Proof of application to enroll at Taiwan universities/colleges and/or language centers (e.g. a copy of the application form); and 

F.     Two recommendation letters. 

Application to Taiwan University and Colleges: 

Applicants are responsible for their application process to the universities/colleges or language centers that they would like to attend. Applicants, upon receiving their admission letter, need to submit a copy of the admission letter from the language center/college to the Cultural Division at Taipei Economic and Cultural Office in order to secure their scholarship by no later than June 30th.  

Late submission of these documents after the deadline will be deemed as a waiver for accepting the scholarship. Candidates will be disqualified if they fail to pass the application review process of respective schools.
